Please allow me to draw your attention to the cases of Ali Abdulshaheed al-Sankis, Sami Mirza Mshaima' and Abbas Jamil Taher Mhammad al-Samea. The three men were convicted in February 2015 for their alleged role in a bomb attack in March 2014 that killed three policemen in the village of al-Daih. They received death sentences, which were upheld by the higher courts.

The lawyers of the three men have repeatedly complained about unfair conditions during the trial, with crucial evidence withheld from their view and not being allowed to cross-examine the prosecution witnesses. The three defendants deny their involvement in the bombings and report that they were subjected to torture while in custody.

I respectfully ask you stop the execution of the three men and to order a full retrial of all defendants accussed in conjunction with the March 2014 bombings. I do not wish to make any statement about their guilt or innocence, but I ask you to ensure that all criminal trials are carried out in accordance with international law.
