Dear Attorney General Barr,

I ask you to suspend the executions of three people convicted under US federal law, currently set November 19 and December 8 and 10.

With seven executions carried out in just over two months, your administration has now put to death more people in 2020 than the rest of the country combined; and has tripled the total number of federal executions recorded since 1977, when US judicial killings resumed in the post-Furman v. Georgia era.

Racial bias and flawed legal representation are some of the common factors that have contributed to unreliable judicial decisions on life or death, including for people with severe mental and intellectual disabilities. I ask you to intervene and lead the urgent review of the broken US death penalty system.

As of today, 22 US states have now abolished the death penalty, and 11 others have not carried out executions in more than 10 years. The federal government should follow their example.
