Dear Governor,

I am writing to urge you to grant clemency to Carey Grayson, who is scheduled to be executed in Alabama on November 21, 2024. I do not seek in any way to downplay violent crime or its devastating consequences. 

Carey Grayson, was one of four young defendants convicted of a February 1994 murder. He was 19 at the time of the crime. The prosecutor argued that he was the “leader of the pack”, despite having made the same claim at other three co-defendants’ trials, in violation of the UN Guidelines on the Role of Prosecutors.

Carey Grayson struggled with bipolar disorder at a young age and self-medicated with drugs and alcohol to control his symptoms. After his mother was killed when he was 11, he lived with his abusive father, who evicted him from the house when he was 15. His later teenage years were marked by neglect, homelessness, and hunger, as well as the consequences of his mental disability.

I appeal to you to commute Carey Grayson’s death sentence.
