Dear Prime Minister,

The fires that burned the refugee camp in Moria have left thousands sleeping rough and with little access to essential service, like water, food supplies and medical care. Many may have lost the little belongings they had left, including valuable documents supporting their asylum claims.

Greece, with the help of the European Union, must act immediately to protect the lives of those affected by the fire in Moria and ensure humane conditions for all residents in Greek camps.

Therefore I ask you to:

· Urgently provide humanitarian relief to the residents of Moria camp, including emergency shelter and Covid-19 testing and treatment;

· Increase transfers of people from overcrowded camps on the islands to mainland Greece and other European Union Member States;

· Respect the rights of asylum seekers, including a guarantee that nobody is being returned to Turkey while their case is pending.
