Dear Prime Minister,

Please allow me to draw your attention to the recent prison sentence of Siti Noor Aishah, a student of Islamic studies who was arrested for the possession of 12 books deemed illegal. She says that she used these books for researching her thsis at the Universiti Malaya. The 12 books are not not banned and can be legally purchased in bookshops in Malaysia.

It clearly seems that the relevant section 130JB(1)(a) of Malaysia’s Penal Code, which refers to presecution of terrorist activities, has been applied in an overly broad sense in this case. Thus I respectfully ask you to call for the overturn of Siti Noor Aishah's conviction and her immediate release. Furthermore, please ensure that Section 130JB(1)(a) will be rewritten such that ordinary citizens, who are not terrorists, do not need to fear arbitrary detention.
