I am writing to ask you to co-sponsor and pass H.R. 40 / S. 40, which addresses the injustice and inhumanity of slavery in the United States and the 13 American colonies between 1619 and 1865. It will establish a commission to study and consider a national apology and proposal for reparations for the institution of slavery.
Chattel slavery lasted officially from 1619 to 1865, but it was followed by 100 years of government-supported denial of equal and humane treatment, including the Black Codes, convict leasing, sharecropping, peonage, and Jim Crow practices of segregation. Centuries of inequality, discrimination and violence created stark contrasts in quality of living, health care, economic opportunity, and access to education. 
H.R. 40 / S. 40, which was originally introduced in 1989, would be an essential first step in moving the United States out of this deep quagmire and to finally make it whole.
