Your Excellency,

I am writing to express my ongoing concern about the prosecution and imprisonment of members of the Peacock Generation, a satirical poetry troupe, who are being targeted solely for their peaceful, satirical performances criticizing the Myanmar military. They are prisoners of conscience, jailed solely for exercising their human right to freedom of expression.

Today, six members of the Peacock Generation are serving prison sentences of between one and a half and two and a half years in connection with their peaceful satirical performances. They are also facing a further charge of “online defamation” in a different court.

I ask you to ensure their immediate and unconditional release. I also ask you to repeal or modify repressive laws that arbitrarily restrict the right to freedom of expression, including Section 505(a) of the Penal Code and Section 66(d) of the Telecommunications Act.
